at Herrn-ground in Hung 1 ; - '

T _ T  Errn-ground\% a little town,feated very high between two 
J [ |  Hills, upon apart of land of the fame name, an HungaH- 

an mile diftant from Newfol, In this town is the entrance into 
a large Copper-mine, very much digged.

4 1 went in through a Cmiculus,called and conti­
nued divers hours in the Mine, and vifited many o f the moft re­

markable places in it, T h e fteep defcents in this Mine are made 
by Ladders or Trees fee upright, with deep notches or flayers 
cut in the n to flay the foot upon. T hey are hot troubled with 
wat~r, the Mine lying high in the hill, fo that the water may 
dram away 5 but they are molefted with duft and damps.

T he Veins o f this Mine are large,many of them cumulate, 
the Ore very rich r  in an hundred pounds o f Ore they ordinar ily  
finde twenty pounds o f Copper, fometimes 3 0 , 4 0 , half C o p ­
per, and even to do in the hundred. Much of the Ore is joyn d 
fo faft to the rock, that tis feparated with much difficulty. 
There are divers forts o f  O re, but the chief difference is be- n 
tween the Yellow and the Black : the Y ellow  is pure Copper-
ore: the Black contains alfo a proportion of Silver.

They find no guick-ftlver here: the mother o f the ore is yel­
low v and the Copper ore, heated and caft into water, m aketlt 
it become like that of fome Sulphureous Baths.

They feparatc the M etal from the Ore with g reat difficulty.
T h e Ore commonly paffes 14 times through the furnaces : 

fometimes it is burned, and other times melted $ fometirnes by 
it fe lf , and fometimes mixt with other minerals and its own~ 
drofs.

There are divers forts o f Vitreol found in this M ine} Green,* 
Blew, Reddifli, and W h ite . There is alfo aGreen Earth or fe- 
diment o f a green water, called There are likewife
flones found o f a beautiful green and blew colour, and one fort, 
on w h ic h Turcoifeshave been found $ therefore called the Mother 
of th e Turcots.

There are alfo two Springs of a Vitriolat water, which are 
affirm’d to turn iron into Copper. T hey are called the Old 
and the N ew  Ziment%Thefe Springs lye deep ift the Mine. The
Iron is ordinarily left in the W ater 14 dayes. I here prefent you  
with fome pieces o f it, and with an Heart and a Chain* formerly 
Iron, now*appearing to be C opper.1 p ivers of thefe pieces,! 
took out o f the old T hey  are hard within the water,
and do not totally loofe their figure, and fall into powder, a& 
you will perceive by them 5 they will eajfily me}t* I hav^ fgflt<a 
piece melted without the addition ofaOy other fubftaitce.

T N  order to anfwer fome of the other I here prefent
ly o u  with this Accompt concerning and fome other fub~ 
jedts, contained therein,

Baden is a little C ity in Anflria,four German miles South­
ward from Vienna y feated on a plain, but nigh unto a ridge o f  
hills, which are the excurfions o f Mount Cetius. It is much re- 
forted unto by reafon of the Natural Baths of that place, wherein 
the Springs are fo numerous, as to afford convenient Baths* two  
within the Town, five without the W all, and 2 beyond a rivolet 
called Swechet.

T he Dukes-Bath is thelargeft, about 20 feet fquare, in the 
middle o f an houfe of the fame figure, built over it. The Va­
pour paffes, through a tunnel o f wood, at the top ; and the W a ­
ter is conveyed into the bottom of the B ath , at one corner, 
through woodden pipes and trees, under the Town-wall, from 
the Spring head, which rifeth at a little diftance W eft-ward. 
The Springs of the reft o f the Baths rife under them, and are 
let in through holes of the Plancher, for all the Baths are vvain- 
fcoted, the feats, fides and bottoms being made of Firre. T he  
W ater for the molt part is clear and tranfp3rent, yet fomewhat 
blewifh, .and maketh the skin appear pale in it , as doth the 
fmoak of Brimftone. It coloreth Metals fexcept Gold, whofe
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
